Students: Your right to vote is under attack!

We urge you to read the following and take action immediately! 

The Voter ID bill is in the process of being passed and it directly affects every student! The Voter ID bill would require every Wisconsin citizen to show a valid Wisconsin driver’s license or Wisconsin identification card to be eligible to vote. Student identification cards, passports, or military identification cards would not be acceptable forms of identification. In fact, in order for an out of state student who attends one of the universities or colleges in Wisconsin to be able to vote in Wisconsin, the student would have to forgo their out of state license and get a Wisconsin license. In order to obtain a Wisconsin license or identification card, the student’s out of state license would have to be surrendered.  If the student did not want to give up their out of state license they would have to vote by absentee ballot to the state they are from. According to one of the bill’s co-sponsors, absentee voting should be the only way an out of state students can vote. This co-sponsor may get his way if the Voter ID bill is not amended. In previous versions of this bill student identification cards were accepted as long as the student was attending a UW school, as these identification cards were state issued. Private college’s identification cards were not accepted, as these cards were privately issued. Be sure to tell your State Representative that all college students deserve the same respect; regardless if they attend a public or private education system. Since the previous Voter ID bills were treating college students differently depending on the type of college they attended, students are left out of the Voter ID bill 2011 completely to avoid this ‘discrimination’.  
NASW – WI opposes the Voter ID bill for many reasons, but if this bill does pass we need to make sure that students are not disenfranchised! We urge you to contact your State Representative, Voter ID sponsors and the members of the Transportation and Election committee today and tell them that students have the right to vote in Wisconsin!
